Mileage:  Is total distance for the ride’s route.  Ride may include options for variations on 
the route and if so will specify additional distances within the ride description.  
 
Pace:  Is the speed a rider is expected to maintain on flat terrain with no wind.  Think of it 
as an indicator of level of effort.  Actual speed would be slower on climbs and faster on 
descents.  The Pace is also not equivalent to average speed, because a route usually in-
cludes stops (rest stops, stop signs or lights, etc.), which will reduce the average speed. 
 
Terrain:  A descriptor of the ride’s route terrain.  In order from easiest to more difficult:  
flat; minor hills; moderate hills; frequent, steep hills; and advanced, difficult climbing.
